Baltimore Memorial Stadium was remarkably unchanged during it's 38 year run as a major league sports venue.  The stadium never received any of the huge facelifts, changes or additions that were common for other ballparks of that era, partly due to the fact that the stadium was expanded in 1954 just in time to welcome a major league franchise as the St.Louis Browns moved east to become the Baltimore Orioles.   Even most stadiums that never underwent expansion usually had periodic visual changes.  But Memorial Stadium thankfully missed the "whitewashing" craze of the 1960's and the even more insidious "bluewashing" of the 1980's.   The one thing that did change at Memorial Stadium was the scoreboards, and because of the prominent location of Baltimore's scoreboards, and also because there were not too many other distinctive features, the scoreboard changes actually changed the appearance of Memorial Stadium quite dramatically.   
The following is a list of stadium configurations with corresponding ballpark codes and the status of available stadium images (either genuine or replicated) that correspond to the configuration:
